Our churches today, the body of Christ, are called to be places of prayer for the nations.
Unfortunately, many of our churches that started strong have fallen and even been torn
down, causing the intercessors to scatter, and prayer to stop. This happened in our city,
and the enemy has treated every group that has started to pray with scorn and
contempt, bringing up the shame of the past.

But we have come from the outside, like Nehemiah, to say ho more will our city and the
churches in it be a reproach! Let us get up and build this wall!

As soon as they said this, OPPOSITION came.

1. Nehemiah 2:19 -20

We must not be moved by what others say about us; we must destroy the insecurities
held in our hearts. We must know what God has asked us to do and keep praying.

We must look to God and not to what men threaten to do to us.

Result: The enemy heard that their plan had been exposed and that God had frustrated
it. Everyone returned to his work on the wall. They took their load in one hand and a
weapon in the other. The leader went on the offensive:

We must be willing to pray night and day, along with doing whatever else needs to be
done.

It is important to team up with other intercessors, so we have accountability and
someone to war with.



5. Nehemiah 5 T internal strife of the rich oppressing the poor. They were confronted
with the truth and gave back all they took from the poor. Nehemiah was a great example
of servanthood, not lording over them.

We must look out for any strife among the different people. We must lead as servants,
not kings.

6. Nehemiah 6:1 -4 The enemies return to frighten and discourage the workers so that

they will stop. Sanballat and Geshem asked Nehemiah to come and meet with them, but

they were planning to harm him. Nehemiah said, f
stop.0

We must be alert to anything that causes us to come off the wall. We must ask God for
directions in everything we do.

7. Nehemiah 6:5 -9 On the 5th attempt, Sanballat and Geshem sent Nehemiah a letter
accusing him of rebelling against the King, saying he appointed a prophet to proclaim
Nehemiah was to be King of Judah. Asked him to come again and meet to talk over this
letter.

strengthen us when we are attacked.

He told him to meet him in the
temple to hide from the enemy who was coming tonight to attack and kill you. Other
prophets tried to frighten Nehemiah into stopping the building and sinning.

DEVOTIONAL FOGUS

Jesus calls His disciples to move beyond disappointment, routine, and self-reliance and to
launch into deeper waters at His command. Though they had labored all night and caught
nothing, obedience to His word positioned them for a supernatural harvest. This passage
reveals that barrenness is not a sign of abandonment, but often a setup for divine intervention.
The nets represent connection, unity, and shared labor within the Body of Christ. God’s design
for harvest is never an isolated effort but a covenant partnership. As prayer and worship are
launched with faith and authority, the Lord releases a catch greater than what any single net—
or ministry—can contain.

This movement is not produced by human strategy or persistence, but by alignment with Christ.
When the Church responds in humility and obedience, the Lord Himself brings increase, calling
His people into a unified work of restoration for cities and nations.



Day 1- Launch into the Deeg Let Down Your Nets for a Catch

Please read Luke 5:1-11

As we launch this time of worship and prayer that will cause us to go deeper in the Lord,
we must let down our nets for a bountiful catch.

Launch means to set in motion by pushing out; to send something forward on its course;
or to throw with great force.

Nets are lengths of open mesh (a material made of a network of threads, cords, ropes,
or wires).

To Catch is to intercept (prevent something or something from continuing in the way they
are headed); to hold on to; to capture (to take possession of or control by force; seize (to
take hold suddenly or forcibly).

Jesus is standing by the waters of life, and the disciples are despondent, having given
up after catching no fish. We have given up because we do not see the great multitude
of lost souls that Jesus promised would come into His Kingdom. But Jesus has brought
us to this hour of prayer so we can see the great harvest of souls for the kingdom.

In Luke 5: 3, Jesus is standing before the body of Christ, saying to Pastors, leaders, and
worshippers, "Move out into the river and preach the gospel.” Move away from your daily
routines and programs and step out to establish the presence of God in our Churches.
Teach, disciple, and equip the people who are with you to move forward. Then we must
launch into the deep by putting into action and motion prayers that carry great authority.
These prayers produce Worship that changes the atmosphere of our homes, churches,
communities, and nations.

which are other pastors and leaders who are called to network together, with one heart

to work together as the Body of Christ. We must join forces together because a threefold

cord is not easily broken. We are called to come together to pray, fast, and worship for

this great revival that God is stirring in all our hearts.

DEVOTIONAL FOGUS

True prayer begins with proper positioning before a holy God. Isaiah’s encounter
reveals that the revelation of God's glory produces humility, repentance, and
transformation. Before assignment comes alignment; before authority comes surrender.
The Lord is not merely seeking activity in prayer, but consecrated hearts that can stand in
His presence.

Psalm 24 makes clear that access to the Lord requires clean hands, a pure heart, and
freedom from idolatry. This positioning is not earned through effort but received through
repentance and separation unto God. As hearts are aligned, God entrusts His people
with the responsibility of intercession for the earth.



Day 2- Positioning our Hearts with the Lord in Prayer

glory.

The word holy in verse 3 means separated ONE. The Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit are holy as revealed by His glory. God has given us the LORD- Yahweh, as one
who comes to deliver us by the hosts of heaven with great power. Thank God for The
Lord of Hosts. He is calling us to return to a place chosen for His people. His glory is His
character that emphasizes His greatness and authority.

Psalm chapter 24 describes the heart of God so well. It is made very clear that the
earth belongs to God, the world, and all those who dwell in it. It is His desire that we
reestablish what is His and what belongs to Him. All that we are doing in prayer and
worship is for the King of Glory and His kingdom.

DEVOTIONAL FOGUS

Waiting on the Lord is a discipline that guards against producing fleshly substitutes
for divine promises. Sarai’s impatience led to unnecessary conflict and lasting
consequences. Scripture warns that attempts to fulfill God’s promises through
human effort result in bondage rather than freedom.

Revival cannot be manufactured. God's timing protects His purposes and His
people. Patience cultivates spiritual maturity, stability, and discernment, ensuring
that what is birthed is from the Spirit and not from desperation.



Day 3- We Must Wait Uporthe Lord for the Next Revival!!!

Sarai means fprincess,0but she did not know who she was, or the promises made to her

as a Princess. Because she decided to fulfill the promise herself, she became confused

and distressed. We, as the Church, are in the same place as Sarai when she felt

desperate and empty because she could not produce a child.

In my Kingdom Dynamics, he says that Sarai illustrates the dangers of taking God's
promises into our own hands. Her suggestion that Abraham take her handmaid as wife,
in view of Sarah's barrenness, resulted in the birth of Ishmael.

We must be careful in this hour as we wait upon the promises God has given the

Church. We know that God will return, and revival must happen before His return. But

we must not be like Sarai and grow desperate because of the emptiness we see in our

churches and among Godés people. We must be grou
us, so that we will wait on His timing and not rush into our own plans to make His plans

work. We will create a counterfeit revival if we try to fulfill His promise to us by filling

ourselves with something that was not given to us.

The Lord pressed Genesis 16:6 into my heart. Sarai was complaining to Abram about

her desperate decision, which caused problems for her, and now she wants Abram to

deal with it. Sarai produced flesh in her efforts to make the promise come to pass. When
wetrytofulfilGodés promi ses f or o uonlydreate raose piotlems he f | es h
for us to deal with once we make rash decisions.

We must be careful not to make rash decisions out of our emotions. These decisions put
us in bondage, and now we try to clean them up in our flesh, and it takes us out of the
will of God.

Once flesh is produced, it will not submit to authority or God. Our flesh, our sinful nature,
is hostile to God. Romans 8:5 -8 makes it very clear what happens when we operate
under the influence of the flesh.

barrenness, we cause others to suffer. When the
fleshly actions are produced that cause distress and not peace. | have come to learn that
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time and patience are our best friends. Because it causes many to fall and walk in pain,
because of what we, as Pastors, leaders, parents, and spouses, have produced by not
waiting on God. Flesh cannot submit to the heart of God and please Him.

This is a strong warning to the Body of Christ &
preparation season as the army of God. We are all feeling and hearing God. We are in

transition and preparation, and it is hard to wait on God when you are waiting for God's

next instructions. Please don't move too hastily; wait on Him. This instruction is so

important in our next transition.

When Mary went to the tomb looking for the Master, she did not know it was Him until
He called her by name. Mary could not recognize Jesus until He called her name, and
then she responded.

Do we have such an intimate relationship with Him that we can hear Him when He calls
us? We must hear the heart of God in this season.

Do you know that we can work for God through ministry without having a personal
relationship with the living God? Mary knew Him, and He knew her; they had an intimate,
heart-to-heart relationship.

We can believe that we know God because of all the things we do for Him, and yet be
dead in our relationship with Him because we do not spend time with Him. We must
spend time with Him to hear His voice.
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In Revelation 3:1 -6, we are challenged as the church in Sardis. They were called a
dead church, even though they thought they were alive. We can be deceived into
thinking we are close to Him because we are doing the work of the Lord and yet be far
from His heart. The Lord speaks to the church of Sardis about their works, which were
not pleasing to Him. That means they were not watchful of their sinful state. Many of us
are deceived, and we have defiled our garments. But God is coming for those whose
garments have not been defiled.

We are to be His separated and consecrated ones.

Please read Nehemiah 4:1 -7

The Lord reminded us yesterday in Joshua that we must be ready to cross over
together. We must understand we are all under an anointing. No man can stand alone;
the priesthood, as worshippers, has its part, and the prayer warriors have theirs. Today,
God is showing us that we must stay focused and not come off the wall; we must
continue building Prayer and Worship even when the enemy tries to distract us.

When we look at the background of Nehemiah 4, the enemy was angry that the sons of
Israel were working together to rebuild the walls of Jerusalem. As the Body of Christ, the
walls have been torn down around our families, churches, cities, and nations. God is
calling us to possess the land and restore what has been taken from us.

We must recognize that the enemy will come to mock us when he sees us working
together to rebuild and possess the land by saying:

What are these feeble Christian are doing?

Feeble means lacking strength in our physical, emotional, or spiritual state; lacking
strength of character.

Will they fortify themselves?

Fortify means to strengthen with defensive works to protect oneself against attack; to
strengthen someone mentally or physically.

We must be like Nehemiah, ignoring the accusations and continuing in prayer. Please,
don't come off the wall this week; we must continue even stronger with our prayers.

1 Pray that we will take the time before we head into the major battles ahead to
allow God to examine and purge our hearts and not go rushing into battle.
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
