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Day 15 - Walking in His Authority with Wisdom and 
Understanding 

Isaiah 60:1-3, "Arise, shine; for your light has come, and the glory of the LORD has 
risen upon you. For behold, darkness will cover the earth and deep darkness the 
peoples; but the LORD will rise upon you, and His glory will appear upon you. Nations 
will come to your light, and kings to the brightness of your rising.” 

We can see the heart of God of the lost in these verses, and how He has given us all we 
need to reach the lost and deal with the deep darkness of the world. He is determined to 
establish His kingdom and set His people free. 

Isaiah 2:2 “Now it shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the Lord's 
house shall be established on the top of the mountains and shall be exalted above the 
hills; and all nations shall flow to it.” 

God is calling His people and the Church to establish His Kingdom on the earth. We are 
called to teach and disciple unto the Lord. God has given us His Light and Glory. When 
we minister to the unbeliever, the Glory of the Lord should be upon us. We have done 
things our way, not His. We have walked in our own understanding and wisdom, but not 
with His wisdom. 

Ephesians 1:18-19  “I pray that the eyes of your understanding (heart) may be 
enlightened, so that you will know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of 
the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the surpassing greatness of His 
power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power.” 

When we know the hope of His calling for our lives and for the Church, we will walk in 
His power and His authority to rule and reign with Jesus in these last days. But 
unfortunately, we have walked in our own power much of the time rather than in His. 

Mathews 15: 8-9 "These people draw near to Me with their mouth, and honor Me with 
their lips, but their heart is far from Me. And in vain they worship Me, teaching as 
doctrines the commandments of men." 

Jesus was quoting Isaiah 29:13: “Therefore, the Lord said, ' Inasmuch as these people 
draw near with their mouths and honor Me with their lips, but have removed their hearts 
far from Me, and their fear toward Me is taught by the commandment of men.” 

We can only walk in His authority: 

• By walking in His love. 
• When we understand His heart. 
• When we let go of past teachings of men and long for His way. 
• When our heart becomes like His heart. 
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That is why we have not walked in an authority that changes the atmosphere of our 
churches and ministries. God’s authority dispels darkness, division, and discord; defeats 
despair, depression, and demons. When we understand His way and His heart and walk 
in it, then we can see things with His wisdom and His understanding. 

Colossians 1:9 “For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray 
for you and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and 
spiritual understanding.” 

Luke 2:47 “And all who heard Him were astonished at His understanding and answers.” 

The Greek word “understanding” used in this scripture is “sunesis,” which means putting 
together, quickness of apprehension 

“Apprehend” means to perceive, to come to an awareness, to have our senses 
open or our eyes open to truth, the light of something in the midst of the darkness 
around us, being able to put two and two together. 

When we have the Lord’s understanding, the practical side of our mind senses 
the truth, and the spiritual side discerns and analyzes the truth, allowing us to be 
able to judge righteously with wisdom and understanding. 

We must follow Jesus’ example in walking with knowledge and understanding. 
When we walk in this kind of wisdom and understanding, we will “walk worthy of 
the Lord, fully pleasing Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in 
the knowledge of God.” (Colossians 1:10) 

We have not matured because we are not eating the solid food of God’s Word. 

Hebrews 5:13-14 “For everyone who partakes only of milk is unskilled in the word of 
righteousness, for he is a babe. But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that 
is, those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and 
evil”. 

When we are in the Word of God and remain in It, our eyes are open to discern the 
difference between the will of God and the desires of man. This comes when we walk in 
a place of wanting to please Him, and when we exercise our senses through the trials of 
life with the saints. Exercise allows both sides to discern by patience, then listen and 
watch for God before moving. We must be still and listen for God and not move so 
quickly, for God is faithful. 

Advanced teachings are adapted (given to) mature believers, whose spiritual senses can 
discriminate (to recognize the difference) between sound and unsound doctrine, and 
between wholesome and unwholesome conduct. They can see when a person’s 
character does not add up with the Word of God, causing mixture in what he or she 
teaches, (mixture). 
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2 Peter 3:15-16  – “ … Paul, according to the wisdom given him, has written to you, as 
also in all his epistles, speaking in them of these things, in which are some things hard to 
understand, which untaught and unstable people twist to their own destruction, as they 
do also the rest of the Scriptures.” 

Paul wrote the epistles to teach people the heart of God, but man has turned these 
scriptures around because of where their hearts are. In this hour, truth is hard to 
understand because it is so opposite from what man has taught us. So many men are 
untaught and unstable, twisting God’s Word to their own destruction. 

The Lord wants to strengthen us with truth so we can walk in the power and authority He 
has given us. The church must let the Word of God change her by walking in wisdom, 
knowledge, and understanding that changes our hearts. We will not be able to 
strengthen others if we ourselves are not growing in maturity in the Word of God. Let us 
look at the definitions of some words that will give us understanding of what we need to 
bring God’s Glory back into the House of God, and these will be our prayer focus for 
today. 

Prayer Focus 

• We must pray that the Body of Christ be strengthened 
• The following Greek Words (New Testament) for strengthened are: 
• Dumamoo To make strong, confirm, enable, to prepare 
• Duna-power 
• Dunamai - to be able 
• Dunamis - to have power, usually supernatural dunamoo - to be strengthened 

dunates - sovereign or ruler dunateo - be mighty dunatos - powerful 
• We get our English word “dynamite” from this word 
• We must pray that we walk in power 
• The Greek word for power in 1 Timothy 6:16 is kratos, which means dominion, 

strength, or manifested power; exerted strength; power shown effectively in a 
reigning authority. Kratos primarily refers to God's kingdom authority, along with 
His dominion and majesty. 

• Power is not money, fame, or position; it is spiritual positioning that enables the 
supernatural power of God to be manifested. 

• We must pray that we walk in trust 
• Trust in Greek means to expect or to hope for. We are not to hope for riches or 

expect them to bring us security or deliverance. Values change, and earthly 
riches are only as good as the present value. What is valuable today might not 
be valuable tomorrow. The wisdom we must have is to put our trust and hope in 
God alone to make provision for us. 

• We must pray that our heart is like His heart for His kingdom 
• We must pray that we, as the Body of Christ, walk in His wisdom and 

understanding and not our own, which we learned through our traditions. 
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• We must pray that we do not perish from lack of knowledge, but that we will pray 
for God’s knowledge to be exposed in our hearts through His Word. 
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Day 16 - Churches of Prayer on Zion, Arise to Build 

Isaiah 52:1-2 Awake, awake! Put on your strength, O Zion, put on your beautiful 
garments, O 

Jerusalem, the holy city! For the uncircumcised and the unclean shall no longer come to 
you. Shake yourself from the dust, arise; sit down, O Jerusalem! Loose yourself from the 
bonds of your neck, O captive daughter of Zion. 

The Lord is crying out for His prayer warriors and worshipers to arise and be awakened. 
We must loosen ourselves from our own bondages that have kept us captive, hindering 
our prayers from praying and hearing the heart of the Father. His love is crying out to us 
to send up passionate prayers that will touch heaven. 

Seeds of Love must be sown to those who will encounter the prayers that must go up 
before the Lord from Zion. We have been chosen to serve the Lord of Hosts in carrying 
out His orders and bringing good tidings to the lost. 

The Body of Christ today is those who are the remnant that will respond to be a servant 
to the Lord as a Prophetic Messenger of the Word, Prophetic Prayer Warrior, and 
Prophetic Worshiper. Our destiny is to be His servant. 

Isaiah 49: 5-6 “and now the Lord says, who formed Me from the womb to be His 
Servant… It is too small a thing that You should be My Servant to raise up the tribes of 
Jacob, and to restore the preserved ones of Israel; I will also give You as a light to the 
Gentiles, that You should be My salvation to the ends of the earth.” 

Throughout the Word of God, the Lord has raised up men and women who know their 
callings and have carried them out, as He placed His instructions on their hearts. 

Let's look at one of those people: 

Isaiah 45:1 - Thus says the Lord to His anointed, to Cyrus, whose right hand I have 
held, to subdue nations before him and loose the armor of kings, to open before him the 
double doors, so that the gates will not be shut… 

The Hebrew word for “anointed” is mashach, which means to rub with oil, especially to 
consecrate someone or something. Those who are anointed and chosen are set apart 
for a special task upon the earth. They will respond to the call that is on their life and will 
hear clearly the Words of the Lord 

When God said He held Cyrus’ hand, it means to awaken one to be strengthened or 
sustained. 

God chose, anointed, and chose him for a special mission. 

Cyrus lived during the time of Ezra and Nehemiah. During the captivity of God’s people 
by Persia, God moved on this leader’s heart to allow the Jews to return from their 
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captivity in Babylon and rebuild Jerusalem and the temple. A faithful group responded 
and departed in 538BC. Construction of the Temple began, but opposition brought 
discouragement, and the people stopped building. God then raised up the prophetic 
ministries of Haggai and Zechariah, who called the people to complete the task. 

Ezra 1:1 “…the Lord stirred up the spirit of Cyrus, king of Persia.” 

God, in this hour, is stirring up the hearts of many of His leaders who are the remnant 
that He has kept for Himself in these last days. 

Haggai 1: 14 “so the Lord stirred up the spirit of Zerubbabel, governor of Judah; and the 
spirit of Joshua, the high priest; and the spirit of all the remnant of the people; and they 
came and worked on the house of the Lord of hosts, their God.” 

The word “Stir up” means to rouse, awaken, excite, raise up, incite, arouse to action, and 
open one's eyes. 

Haggai 1:12 “Then Zerubbabel… and Joshua…with all the remnant of the people 
obeyed the voice of the Lord their God and the words of Haggai the prophet, as the Lord 
their God had sent him, and the people feared the presence of the Lord.” 

There was obedience to the voice of God, through the Lord Himself and through His 
prophet. The Lord is now stirring up leaders who will respond to the work of the house of 
the Lord of hosts. 

Haggai was a prophet, an encourager, whose word was in tune with the hearts of the 
people and the mind of God. He was the Lord's messenger with the Lord's message, 
bringing instructions and encouragement to this discouraged band. He assured them of 
God's presence and desires. 

Haggai had to address 3 problems during his time, and we face them today as we 
continue to build the wall through prayer and worship. 

Disinterest - people were more concerned with building their own homes and taking care 
of themselves, rather than the house of the Lord. 

Discouragement comes when we look back. We must look to the plans and promises of 
God and know what He has asked us to do to fulfill His Heart. 

Dissatisfaction- We must be patient as we wait on God to restore what has been stolen 
and destroyed in our lives. We must allow God to work holiness in our lives without 
resenting the chosen call. 

This awakening and encouragement will move forward when the prophetic ministry 
stands up. We must be awakened and roused into action: to repent, return, restore, 
rebuild, and be refreshed so we can complete what is in the Heart of The Lord for us in 
this hour. 
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Isaiah 51:9 Awake, awake, put on strength, O arm of the Lord, Awake as in the ancient 
days in the generations of old. 

This awakening will strengthen us to subdue, conquer, bring under subjection, 
overpower, loosen the enemy's arms, and overcome by superior force. 

We must arise to conquer and subdue nations for the Lord. The word “conquer” means 
to gain victory over, to win a war, to overcome, to get better in a struggle or conflict, to 
defeat, to gain victory, to bring under mental and emotional control as by persuasion, to 
render submission, to bring land under cultivation. 

We conquer hearts through our cultivation through our prayers, so they will come under 
the submission of The Lord. This will happen when we subdue the wilderness that they 
are going through in this season. 

Prayer will loosen and disarm the strong man in their lives. We must pray that their 
minds and emotions will be brought under control; that the illnesses of their mind, the 
hurts of their soul, and the wounds of their heart will be conquered and overcome. 
Darkness has entered our families, churches, and cities, and only through His glory 
through prayer will we be set free so we can prepare for His Return. 

Chosen Servants of God Arise! The time and hour have come; let us move forward 
together. Let us make Isaiah 60 our prayer focus today as we pray for God’s Chosen 
leaders to awaken and arise again to rebuild the Church of the Lord through prayer and 
worship that will change the atmosphere of a city and a nation. 

The Light has come, and the glory has risen over us, because the deep darkness has 
entered the earth, and the Lord will arise over us. His glory will be seen upon us, and the 
lost shall come to the Light, and kings to the brightness of our rising. We must lift our 
eyes and see the gathering that the Lord is bringing to His sons and daughters. They are 
coming, so rejoice, God will give us everything we need. Sons and daughters of 
foreigners shall build up your walls. We have found favor in Your sight. 

Prayer Focus 

• Isaiah 52:2 - We must pray that God’s people will be loosed from the bonds of 
their necks.  
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Day 17 - Harlotry in the Body of Christ 

This is a Word that the Lord gave me a few days ago, and it challenged me. I shared it 
with our church so we would walk in this together as a people who want to please Him in 
all respects. Now I see why God is dealing so strongly with us about our idols and high 
places, our emotional wounds and differences. As we mentioned yesterday, deep 
darkness has entered our families, churches, and cities. We are challenged to walk 
closely with God so we can walk with His anointing that will set free those around us. But 
if we have a mixture and greed in our hearts, it will cause us to go to church but not 
abide and walk with God. We as a church are in trouble, like the days of Ezekiel. 

The Lord challenged Ezekiel to speak His words to the house of Israel. 

Ezekiel 3:4-5 “Then he said to me: ‘Son of man, go to the house of Israel and speak My 
words to them. For you are not sent to a people of unfamiliar speech and of hard 
language, but to the house of Israel.’” 

He told Ezekiel that they, like our churches today, understand God’s Word, but they are 
not living It. 

Ezekiel 3:7 But the house of Israel (church today) will not listen to you, because they will 
not listen to Me; for all the house of Israel are impudent (they do not show respect to 
God or one another) and hard-hearted. 

Now the Lord is challenging me to speak to the Churches of today. I am sharing God’s 
heart with you and speaking in the first person because I want you to hear His heart, not 
mine. 

Please read Ezekiel 16:2-30  

God said to me, “Confront the Church with her detestable practices” (things they are 
doing that I dislike, things that are very unpleasant to me. “Speak to them about their 
ways.” 

What is on Your heart, Lord? “Daughter, I have given much mercy to My people for not 
knowing My truth. 

We have not lain close to Your heart to hear You, My Lord. We have positioned 
ourselves elsewhere. Forgive us, please, Lord. Our hearts are not completely with YOU. 

“No daughter, the distraction that Ezekiel speaks of in his time is still the same. I 
cleansed and purged you; dressed you and made you beautiful, rich, and powerful.” 

You, Lord, made a covenant, and we broke it with our harlotry, greed, and selfishness. 
We went after our lovers; those things that we thought would satisfy us and make us 
something great. 
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Ezekiel 6:15-20  

We start putting our trust in our own beauty and use our fame to become a prostitute for 
the Babylonian woman (the world). For us as Christians, we become harlots when we 
take what God has given us (gifts and talents) and trust in the gift for our worth. We sell 
ourselves to those who love our gifts for our glory and not the glory of God. We begin 
selling the gift and our name (fame), and others want it to make our churches famous 
and big. It helps bring the crowds and capital we need to pay for whatever gathering we 
are hosting for the church. 

“Prostitute” is when a person engages in activities that please another in an unworthy 
way, usually for money; a person who willingly uses his or her talent or ability in a base 
(low position) and unworthy way, usually for money; to sell or offer (oneself). 

We have made our churches a place to prosecute Your gifts, Lord, the ones the Holy 
Spirit has given us. Yes daughter. 

We are not reaching the people with what You have given us. We prostitute it to say we 
are reaching the lost because we want the money. 

• He is challenging us in our false ways of worship as He listed them in Ezekiel. 
• He gave us His garment of praise 
• He gave us His adornment of jewelry 
• He gave us fine flour, oil, and honey 

We took the garments of praise and put them on to please others by entertaining them 
with His gifts of worship. Now we entertain the people with our gifts of worship and 
praise and sell them to them so they can enjoy it with the Lord's name on it. Worship is a 
lifestyle for the Lord, not for our entertainment. We have worshiped all wrong because 
we have lacked teaching the truth from the Word of God. 

We took the adornment of jewelry, the best of His best, and He put these around us. He 
gave us treasures of His heart, which are His people, the precious stones of His heart. 
We, as leaders of the Church, take them and prostitute the people to make our churches 
famous. They then become idols engaged in prostitution. We have taken the worship 
and prayers and incense meant for the Lord and now give them to the world. 

We took His fine flour, olive oil, and honey, and His anointed Word, which he gave us to 
bring down strongholds. It is sweet in our mouths like honey. But we have given the 
word out as fragrant incense to the idols who are not interested in the Lord’s Word, but 
only in what they can receive from Him. 

We have made His Worship, Warring Prayers, and Word an abomination before Him. 
We have detestable practices that are not pleasing to the Lord. 

Ezekiel 16: 20 “Moreover, you took your sons and daughters whom you bore to Me, and 
these you sacrificed to them (idols) to be devoured…” 
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We have people who have given their hearts to God, and they are born unto Him 
(converts). 

We, as their shepherds, have sacrificed them as food (something eaten to maintain life) 
to the idols (things that we are consumed with). We, as leaders, have not taken care of 
new converts. We have allowed these babies, who are very valuable to God, to be 
slaughtered by the enemy, as their spiritual life is taken from them. 

The Word of God and discipleship are what keep a newborn babe alive, and we do not 
follow up with training in righteousness and keep an eye on them. We like building our 
churches up with new babies, but we do not take care of them. 

The same thing happens with our natural children. We do not spend time with them as 
they grow. We do not see the value of our children and youth ministry. We keep working 
on our building projects for the sake of the Kingdom, and we continue in our prostitution 
to build that building for the sake of the Church. When we do this, our hearts are not 
toward Him but toward our own gain, producing ministries. Where is our heart? Ezekiel 
16:20 says … “Were your acts of harlotry (prostitution) a small matter?” 

But today you say Woe! Woe to us. We have built a name for ourselves, and now we 
have lifted ourselves up in the public Christian arena, and now we display all our beauty 
to the world, degrading the beauty You gave us, by giving ourselves to all who come by. 

We were called to minister to You, and not the people and the world with our gifts. We, 
as the church, must recognize that we have not gone the way of the Lord and that He is 
not pleased with where we are today. We must see that the Church today is walking in 
the shadows of darkness, not in the light. Arise, warriors of prayer; we are in great need 
in this season of preparation for the restoration of the Church, our cities, and our nations. 

Prayer Focus 

• Pray that we are healed from our past hurts and delivered from the iniquities of 
the fathers of our past. 

• Pray that the Church would listen to the voice of God that is spoken to her out of 
the heart of God. 

• Pray that we do not sell our gifts for the sake of entertainment and not for the 
gospel of Jesus Christ. 

• Pray that the Holy Spirit will search our hearts and keep us pure for the Gospel of 
Jesus. 

• Pray for our leaders and ourselves to get rid of the idols that so easily ensnare us 
daily. 

• Pray for us to have clean hands and a pure heart, and that we do not lift our 
souls to idols. Psalms 24 
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Day 18 - Keeping Covenant to Partner with the Lord in 
Intercession 

Knowing and seeing the heart of God is amazing to me. He is crying out to us to repent 
and return to our first love and put away our idolatry and harlotry. He is still longing for us 
to come to Him in the marriage covenant. 

Ezekiel 16:60-63 “Nevertheless, I will remember My covenant with you in the days of 
your youth, and I will establish an everlasting covenant with you.” 

God is determined to bring us into this covenant relationship because He loves us so 
much. He died on the cross to give us a new heart and a new spirit. 

Ezekiel 11:19-20  “Then I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within them, 
and take the stony heart out of their flesh, that they may walk in My statutes and keep 
My judgments and do them; and they shall be My people, and I will be their God.” 

Read these same covenant promises in Ezekiel 36:25-28. 

Our Father in heaven is a covenant-keeping God, and He knows what is needed to bring 
us into this covenant. The Lord also knows we could never keep our part of the covenant 
because our hearts are wicked and our flesh does not want to submit to Him. We also 
have an enemy that had rights to continue to keep us in bondage because of the fall of 
man, and our continued sins. As we all know, God sent His Son because of His Father's 
love to redeem us for Himself. Father God knew He would need one who would stand 
for us in the gap and go to battle for our souls. 

Please read Isaiah 62:1-7. 

Verse 1: “For Zion's sake I will not hold My peace, for Jerusalem’s sake I will not rest, 
until her righteousness goes forth as brightness and her salvation as a lamp that burns.” 

God is calling us into a position of prayer and worship for all mankind, where we will give 
God no rest until His Church, His people, are walking in the light of His righteousness, 
and our testimony of His salvation will be a light to all who are in darkness, shining the 
way to the Lord. We must be a light to the world, and He is determined to cause us to 
walk in this covenant relationship with Him. 

Isaiah 62:6-7 “I will set watchmen on your walls, O Jerusalem (church), they shall never 
hold their peace, day or night, you who make mention of the Lord, do not keep silent. 
And give Him 

(The Lord) no rest till He establishes and till He makes Jerusalem a praise in the earth.” 

This is the true Spirit of Prayer that God has called us to walk in during this hour. We are 
to pray night and day, day and night. This is the Lord’s Watch, establishing a 24-hour 
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prayer and worship that will last until He returns. As watchmen, we must be positioned 
high on the walls, focused on: 

Our families, churches, cities, and nations need to know their conditions and pray 

The heart and ways of God; to be obedient to pray His heart. 

The urgency of His heart for His people, and refusing to keep silent before Him 

We must hear the voice of God through the scriptures on how He looked for 
someone to partner with Him: in this kind of nonstop, passionate prayer. 

Isaiah 63:3,5 “I have trodden the winepress alone, and from the peoples no one was 
with Me… I looked, but there was no one to help, and I wondered that there was no one 
to uphold; therefore My own arm brought salvation for Me; and My own fury, it sustained 
Me.” 

The word “trodden” means to press down to the ground, to tread, to walk on. 

Jesus battles at the place of the winepress, positioned to redeem our hearts and to 
release all people from the bondage of the enemy. The Lord is always looking for people 
to stand with Him. 

Isaiah 59:16 “He saw that there was no man and wondered that there was no 
intercessor, therefore His own arm (strength) brought salvation for Him and His own 
righteousness, it sustained Him (to bear an extended time). 

His own arm had to bring salvation because He could find no human intercessor 
qualified to represent a fallen people. The Lord had to go into battle Himself and arm 
Himself as a soldier to deal with our enemies. He brought redemption, as He was our 
Redeemer who came to Zion, to all who would turn from their transgressions. 

Isaiah 41:28-29 “For I looked, and there was no man; I looked among them, but there 
was no counselor, who, when I asked of them, could answer a word. Indeed, they are all 
worthless; their words are nothing; their molded images are wind and confusion.” 

God still searches today throughout the land to see who is in the place of Zion. We, as 
the Church, are supposed to be in a position. God is looking for us, the body of Christ, to 
bring good tidings to the lost, but He is having a hard time finding them. Our words have 
no lasting effect on the people; our works (molded images) have no real substance 
(wind) and just bring confusion. 

We put our trust in many things (idols) but rarely in the loving hands of God. These idols 
keep us from seeing the greatness and goodness of God; they keep us from hearing the 
voice of God. Without our Lord, we are nothing. 

Ezekiel 22:30 “So I sought for a man among them who would make a wall and stand in 
the gap before Me on behalf of the land, that I should not destroy it; but I found no one.” 
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Because leadership was not in its rightful place, destruction came. As the time of His 
return draws closer, God desires to see us take our rightful place in intercession and 
worship. Without prayer warriors in place, invasions of darkness will occur, and 
eventually, destruction will come to the people. 

We must answer the Holy Spirit’s call to pray and worship as never before. Prayer is the 
match that lights the fuse that releases the revival of the Holy Spirit. 

Jeremiah 27:18  “But if they are prophets, and if the word of the Lord is with them, let 
them now make intercession to the Lord of hosts, that the vessels which are left in the 
house of the Lord (God’s people)…do not go to Babylon (the way of the world).” 

The word for “make intercession” is paga, which means to reach, to meet someone; to 
pressure or urge someone strongly; to meet up with a person; encounter, entreat; to 
assail with urgent petitions; supplicant catches up with a superior, and reaches him with 
an urgent request. 

We must meet up with God and entreat Him for His favor. 

Prayer Focus 

• We must catch the fire of prayer and worship that will change the atmosphere in 
our homes, churches, cities, and nations. 

• We must keep close to Him so we can keep the covenant with the Lord, by 
receiving a new heart and a new Spirit. 

• We must join Him in the great battle by standing with Him in the gap for those 
who have strayed away from the Lord. 

• We must pray for all churches to once again impact their cities with the love of 
God. 
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Day 19 - Our Eyes Must be Open to the enemy’s plans! 

The Lord is searching for the remnant that will stand in the gap in prayer for all mankind. 
There is so much that is happening in the Spirit as the Spirit of the Lord of God is 
preparing His remnant to walk in Holiness for His Glory. He is preparing us so that we 
may be victorious in our daily walk and be a mighty army for His Kingdom. God is 
gathering Leaders, Mighty Men and Women of God, and He is gathering Intercessors, 
for Preparation of the Presence of God. 

In 1 Chronicles 12 and 1 Samuel 7, the Lord gives us clear instructions on how He 
wants His army to position itself in this hour. We must have this wisdom and 
understanding. He is enlightening our eyes to see the truth. We need to wake up and 
hear His voice. 

Hosea 4:6 “My people are destroyed (perish) because of lack of knowledge.” 

The enemy is gathering his army to bring division and discord. 

1 Peter 5:8 “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil walks about like a 
roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.” 

Psalms 2:1-5 shows us the plans of the enemy, to divide us and to bring discord, so we 
break the covenant with God and each other. 

Isaiah 7:6 “Let go up against Judah and trouble it and let us make a gap in its wall for 
ourselves and set a king over them, the son of Tabel." 

The enemy is bringing division among us and setting leadership in place that seems to 
be right, but their hearts are not for God but for themselves. The enemy says, “Let’s 
make a gap, let’s bring division, and let’s put leadership in their churches that will walk in 
a place that would allow the enemy to use them for his purposes. This is all to keep the 
church (God's army) from going forward. 

We must be aware of the enemy’s plan, because he is placing in our midst those who 
would be influenced by him in many ways. They walk in pride, self-righteousness, 
respectability, selfish devotion, unrighteousness, judgment, fault-finding, jealousy, and 
resentment. 

We will break these down with definitions so we may be aware of the enemy’s plan. 
(from The Call by Rick Joyner) 

Pride - a high or inordinate opinion of one's own dignity/worth, importance, merit, or 
superiority, whether as cherished in the mind or as displayed in bearing and conduct; the 
state or feeling of being proud; a becoming or dignified (feeling worthy of respect) sense 
of what is due to oneself or one's position or character; self-respect; self-esteem. 
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Self-Righteousness-confident of one's own righteousness, especially when smugly 
moralistic and intolerant of the opinions and behavior of others. 

Respectability – desire to be socially acceptable 

Selfish devotion - concerned primarily with one's own interests, benefits, welfare, etc., 
regardless of others; characterized by or manifesting concern or care only for oneself; 
selfish motives. 

Selfish Ambition - an earnest desire for some type of achievement or distinction, as 
power, honor, fame, or wealth, and the willingness to strive for its attainment. 

Unrighteous (wicked) Judgment - a legal term describing the judicial process of deciding 
guilt or innocence, after an investigation. 

Faultfinding – One’s own opinion in their own mind from what they see or feel, that takes 
offense at others’ errors or imperfections, whether true or imaginary. 

Jealousy- feeling resentment against someone because of that person's rivalry, success, 
or advantages. 

Resentment- to feel or show displeasure or indignation at a person from a sense of 
injury or insult. 

The enemy tries to intimidate us with the weapons of treachery, accusation, gossip, 
slander, and faultfinding. Smaller demons use the weapons of rejection, bitterness, 
impatience, unforgiveness, and lust to weaken us before the major attack. 

The primary strategy of this army is to cause division on every possible level of 
relationship -- churches with each other, congregations with their pastors, husbands and 
wives, and children and parents, and even children with each other. 

The smaller demons are sent as scouts to locate the openings in churches, families, or 
individuals that the spirits of rejection, bitterness, and lust could expose and enlarge. 
Through these openings would pour demonic influences that completely overwhelmed 
their victims. 

The enemy can ride on the back of Christians who allow him to oppress us because of 
the things that lie low in our hearts, through sin or having a wounded heart. This is an 
open door. Even though we are Christians, we come into agreement with the powers of 
darkness when we allow those areas to stay open and not repent and forgive truly from 
the heart. The enemy’s focus is on keeping us distracted so we cannot affect his 
kingdom. 

James 3:14-16 “But if you have bitter envy and self-seeking in your hearts, do not boast 
and lie against the truth. This wisdom does not descend from above, but is earthly, 
sensual, demonic. 
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For where envy and self-seeking exist, confusion and every evil thing are there.” 

We must not be deceived; the power of darkness is clearly rooted entirely in the power 
of deception. We can be deceived to the point where the enemy could use us, and we 
would think we are being used by God. It is apparent that the only way the accuser could 
accomplish this is to use Christians to wage war against their own brethren. 

We are prisoners of war because of the little demon of fear. As prisoners, the enemy 
keeps us under the oppression of fear and depression. 

When we judge our brothers and don't pray for them, but only gossip about them, we are 
stabbing them in the back and not helping them through the power of prayer. 
Sometimes, there is nothing (with words of advice or deeds) we can do to help others, 
but we can pray for them. We must not do this with the wrong attitude, but we must 
embrace them in prayer and trust God for the outcome. If we judge them and wash our 
hands of them, and let them go and fall, saying, “they will learn from their mistakes”, we 
condemn them and they condemn themselves and go into deeper depression. 

We must see that our Lord Jesus has a plan and a strategy for all our lives, and we need 
His wisdom and instructions in this hour. 

This is the beginning of the enemy's last day army. This is satan's ultimate deception. 
His greatest power of destruction is released when he uses Christians to attack one 
another. Throughout the ages, he has used this army, but never has he been able to use 
so many for his evil purposes as he is now. 

The Lord of hosts is raising up His army as well. We must stand and fight because there 
is no longer any place to hide from this war. We must fight for His kingdom, for truth, and 
for those who have been deceived. 

Prayer Focus 

• We must pray for alertness and soberness as the army of God 
• We must pray that we do not let the enemy use us in our wounded hearts. 
• We must pray for wisdom and knowledge from the Holy Spirit to counter the 

enemy’s plans. 
• We must pray that the love of God by the Holy Spirit dwells powerfully in our 

hearts. 
• We must pray that the schemes of the enemy will not prevail. 
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Day 20 - The enemy Breaks Bonds, the Lord Strengthens Bonds 

We must continue to equip you in preparation for this great army that is arising in this 
hour. We must not come off the wall of prayer. The wall is being built, and we are called 
to do this together. God is raising up a skillful army that must know and understand 
covenant and order. 

When we read Hebrews 5:1, we see that God wants to raise up Mature Christians who 
can handle the solid food of His Word, which requires us to use our senses to discern 
good and evil. Paul speaks in the same manner in I Corinthians 3:1-3. If we still have 
envy, jealousy, and discord, then we are still carnal, still letting our flesh control our 
actions. God wants us to mature, to walk in what He is saying and doing in this hour. 

If we break down Psalms 2:3 from yesterday, we can plainly see that the enemy 
understands covenant and agreement. Look at this scripture again, and as we study 
these definitions, I believe the Holy Spirit will open our eyes to see the enemy’s plans 
and how easily we fall into them. 

“Let us break their bonds in pieces and cast away their cords from us.” 

Bond - something used to fasten together, a legal agreement 

Covenant - an agreement that brings about a relationship of commitment between God 
and His people. 

Agreement - a harmony of oneness in one’s opinion or decisions. 

Cord – a rope from several twisted strands, typically one used to fasten; an umbilical 
cord is attached to the baby. 

Proverb 6:14, 19 “Perversity is in his heart, he devises evil continually, he sows 
discord…A false witness who speaks lies, and one who sows discord among brethren.” 

God hates discord. Why? Because the enemy uses the brethren to divide the hands of 
God. The enemy knows that if he can take a person who is wounded, he can use their 
pain, distress, anger, and lack of patience to bring discord into the body of Christ. 

We are a witness of who Jesus is in our lives. What is our witness before the Lord? 
False or Truth? 

“False” means not in accordance with the truth.  

“Witness” is one who sees the event. 

A person who has seen the truth and has witnessed the word of God but has perversity 
in their hearts and behavior that is unacceptable to the Lord, is one walking according to 
a lie and not the truth. 
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Our lives are to speak the truth to others. 2 Corinthians 3:2-3  “You are our epistle 
written in our hearts, known and read by all men; clearly you are an epistle of Christ 
ministered by us, written not with ink but by the Holy Spirit of the living God, not on 
tablets of stone but on tablets of flesh, that is of the heart.” 

We are to be His witnesses of truth and power. 

Acts 1:8 “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you 
shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of 
the earth.” The enemy knows that your covenant relationship with Jesus Christ is very 
important, and that we are called to be witnesses of Him in TRUTH for others who do not 
know Him. 

We must be prepared and equipped to face the enemy's forces. 

Psalms 27:12 “Do not deliver me to the will of my adversaries; for false witnesses have 
risen against me, and such as breathe out violence.” 

We must be alert to the lies of the voice of the enemy that comes to pervert our thinking, 
causing us to think it is God. Our words become the enemy’s words; arrows we shoot 
into the hearts of our brethren. 

Proverb 25:18 “A man who bears false witness against his neighbor is like a club, a 
sword, and a sharp arrow.” 

Ephesians 6:12 “For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against 
principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against 
spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.” 

We were not called to fight each other, but to fight against principalities and rulers and 
evil forces. 

Malachi 2:16 “For the Lord God of Israel says that He hates divorce, for it covers one's 
garment with violence.” 

That violence is division and discord. The word divorce is a negative word that should 
not happen among us in the Lord. 

“Divorce” is a legal decree dissolving a marriage with someone; a separation between 
things that were or ought to be connected; to divide, distance, cause discord, to 
dissociate from a person; to dissolve, disappear, to annul or put to an end. 

When we “cover one’s garment with violence,” we are covered with division, discord, 
distress, and depression. 

The Lord gives us directions and wisdom in Colossians 3:8-9: “But now you yourselves 
are to put off these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, and filthy language out of your 
mouth. Do not lie to one another, since you have put off the old man with his deeds.” 
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We must not lie, nor be a false witness to one another. We must put the old man with his 
evil deeds, his works that covers us with violence. 

Colossians 3:10 “Put on the new man who is renewed in knowledge according to the 
image of Him who created him.” 

Colossians 3:12-13 “Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved (consecrated and 
dedicated ones), put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, long-suffering; 
bearing with one another and forgiving one another.” 

“Forgiving” means to do a favor, to show kindness unconditionally, to forgive freely, and 
to give grace. 

Please read 1 Timothy 6:1-8  

Hear the words of God in verses 3-5 “If anyone teaches otherwise and does not consent 
to wholesome words, even the words of our Lord Jesus Christ, and to the doctrine which 
accords with godliness, he is proud, knowing nothing, but is obsessed with disputes and 
arguments over words, from which come envy, strife, reviling, evil suspicions, useless 
wrangling of men of corrupt minds and destitute of the truth, who suppose that godliness 
is a means of gain. From such withdraw yourself.” 

True godliness is when your heart is filled with peace and love. 

1 Timothy 6:6 “Now godliness with contentment is great gain.” 

“Contentment” is a state of satisfaction, a state of peacefulness and happiness, and it is 
only gained in the love and peace of Christ Jesus. 

1 Timothy 6:7-8 “For we brought nothing into this world, and it is certain we can carry 
nothing 

out. And having food and clothing, with these we shall be content.” 

Colossians 3:14-15 “But above all these things, put on love, which is the bond of 
perfection. And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to which also you were called in 
one body; and be thankful.” 

We must endeavor (struggle, to try hard, to make the effort) to keep unity of the Spirit; 
and to keep it in the bonds of perfection. “Perfection” is something that is complete, free, 
and mature. In our Covenant relationship with the Lord, He is endeavoring to bring us to 
maturity, with healed and complete hearts, set free to love God and each other. In their 
hearts, they are content with the love of God that sets them free. 

We started this message with the enemy’s desire to break our bonds of covenant, and 
we have now ended it with the Lord Jesus asking us to struggle to keep them. 
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Prayer Focus 

• We must pray that we know the importance of the Covenant 
• We must pray that we do not let the enemy use us in our weaknesses to cause 

us to bring division. 
• We must pray that those who have been hurt will be healed in their hearts and be 

strengthened to love and keep the bonds of unity. 
• We must pray that we will be witnesses of Christ Jesus for the nations. 
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Day 21 - Restoration that Produces Worship 

We felt it was important to add this teaching we received during our Fall Conference, the 
"Call to Restoration". It was a very powerful time when the Lord was speaking to us 
concerning where He is taking the Body of Christ. In this season of restoration for the 
Body of God, we must know and understand the Covenant in His Call. 

We are called to Covenant - Waiting in the Presence of God. 

We are called to respond with a Responsibility - Responding to Him with an obedient 
heart. 

We are called to act - Abiding in His Presence and responding to Him with three 
essential principles of worship from our hearts. 

We must be prepared to be in His Presence as we walk out this journey, preparing for 
Jesus’ Return. 

We were taught three important principles about Worship from the three items God had 
Moses put in the Ark of the Covenant in the Tabernacle (Manna, Aaron's Rod, and the 
Ten Commandments). 

Priority of Worship- Knowing the Love of God in Identification. 

This Friendship and Intimacy with God requires us to sit at Jesus’ feet so He can feed us 
Manna (His Word). 

Position of Worship - Knowing the Rest of God in Sanctification. Companionship and 
Faithfulness – The Rod requires us to lay down our works and authority and take up His 
rod and bear fruit from resting and trusting in Him. 

Producing Fruit in Worship- Knowing the Submission of God in Glorification, this is 
Partnership and Obedience to God. The Ten Commandments require us to be led by the 
Shepherd to know His truth and walk in obedience, out of submission to His Word. To 
lay down our lives, we must cut the ropes that distract us from the Promises of Worship. 

We must worship and pray in our night season. 

Psalms 16:7 “I will bless the Lord who has given me counsel; my heart also instructs me 
in the night seasons.” 

Isaiah 60:1-3 “Arise, shine, for your light has come! And the glory of the Lord has risen 
upon you. For behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and deep darkness the 
people; but the Lord will arise over you, and His glory will be seen in you. The Gentiles 
shall come to your light, and kings to the brightness of your rising.” 

This is a call to intercession. Now it is time for us to rise and let the light that has been 
given to us through identification, sanctification, and glorification shine in the darkness. 
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How do we walk this out? 

Expose darkness in a place of intercession. 

Ephesians 5:13-14 “But all things that are exposed are made manifest by the light, for 
whatever makes manifest is the light. Therefore, He says, ‘Awake, you who sleep, arise 
from the dead and Christ will give you light’.” 

The word “manifest” means revealed. God will bring forth darkness that will overtake the 
world, including His people, while at the same time bringing light through His remnant to 
reveal Himself. 

When we walk in the light with Him, He Himself identifies, sanctifies, and glorifies us. 

He qualifies us to walk in His authority for His glory. 

That is why the enemy can recognize Christ in us, because our identity is in Him. 

We are one with Him; we are in Him, and He is in us. 

When we walk in oneness with Him, we allow His Light to come forth through us. 

That is why He sanctifies us, so the light not only comes to us, but it remains in us. 

We are set apart to bring forth His glory. 

His glory shines through our lifestyle of holiness. 

The enemy hates it when we are abiding in Christ. 

The Light of God exposes the enemy and dispels his handiwork (makes a wrong 
thought, doubt, or unbelief disappear) when you walk in the light of His authority. 

Now let’s follow the process of the Lord's heart. Now the manifestation of God’s 
presence comes only when we have arisen, when we have been spiritually awakened to 
the truth of who we are (identification). Then we go through the process of being set 
apart from the world's influences (sanctification). Then we are given His authority to walk 
as He walked, with the ability to heal the sick, cast out demons, open the doors of 
heaven, and release His glory. (authorization) 

We need His glory in this hour. His glory is to dispel the darkness that has covered the 
earth. The Lord will rise over the intercessors, and His glory will be seen upon them. The 
lost shall come to the light, and even the leaders of darkness shall come to the 
brightness of His glory. The brightness is resurrection power when we die to our own 
agendas and live exclusively for Him. 

We must arise and defeat the enemy by taking a position of intercession. 

Philippians 3:10 “that I may know Him (identification) and the power of His resurrection 
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(authority) and the fellowship of His suffering, being conformed to His death 
(sanctification).” 

When I was young in the Lord, I prayed this prayer all the time. I loved Him so much that 
nothing mattered but living for Him and dying to my own life and taking on His life. 

There must be in us a love so deep for the Lord that will cause us to want to die and 
suffer for His name’s sake and take up a place of intercession just for Him. It is the grace 
of God that causes us to be the chosen ones who will love Him in that manner. 

Please read 2 Corinthians 1:4-7  

As followers of Christ, we will go through troubles and suffering, just as Christ did. He 
promises to comfort us in our afflictions, so that we can be a comfort and consolation to 
those around us who are in any trouble. We are to be set apart by God to be comfort to 
those suffering, so we can lead them in a transformation of our hearts towards God. Our 
suffering is for the sake and glory of Jesus, just as His suffering was for the Glory of 
God. 

Ezra 9:8 “And now for a little while grace has been shown from the Lord our God, to 
leave us a REMNANT to escape, to give us a peg (a piece of land measured out) in His 
holy place, that our God may enlighten our eyes and give us a measure of REVIVAL in 
our bondage.” 

Prayer Focus 

• We must pray for an understanding of God's covenant with us in this season of 
restoration. 

• We must pray that we know the love of God that brings restoration. 
• We must pray to know who He is and who we are in Him. We must have our 

identity in Him alone. 
• We must pray that we allow Him to sanctify us by separating us from the things 

of this world. 
• We must pray that we are abiding in Jesus so we can be the light to this dark 

world. 
• We must pray that we understand our suffering is for His sake 
• We must pray that the gospel be preached with a pure heart and with authority. 
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
